A few tips for helping your child get ready for school.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development – 
Independence – Encourage your child to
· look after their belongings and to tidy up their own toys. 
· put on their own school uniform, including shoes and socks. Make sure they can button and unbutton their polo shirt. Also practise putting on their coat and doing up the zip.
· share toys and take turns with others while playing a game. Encourage your child to interact with others 
· Talk to your child about starting school.

Physical Development – 
Self – care – Encourage your child to
· go to the toilet on their own, wipe themselves properly and flush
· wash and dry their hands without help
· wipe their own nose
· eat their lunch/dinner using a knife and fork
· cut up their own food
Writing skills – Encourage your child to
· trace over patterns and colour in pictures
· experiment with different shaped scribbles
· practise holding a pencil using a tripod grip

Communication and Language – 
· Read stories together and look at picture books
· Encourage your child to talk about themselves, their needs and feelings 

Literacy – 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Look at the Jolly Phonics booklet
· Help your child to recognise their name 

Mathematics –
· Practise counting objects
· Sing number rhymes and play counting games
· Practise recognising numbers 1-10

Understanding the World -    
· Explore the natural world around or near your home

Expressive Arts and Design – 
· Experiment using different colours and textures together
· Dance to music
· Role play schools
