Suggested Writing activities
· Create a summer scrapbook: drawings with labels, photos with sentences to explain what is happening or with speech bubbles, recipes, diary entries, details of places you have visited or games you have played.
· Write a fact file about anything that interests you.
· Record changes in the weather – temperature, rainfall.
· Monitor changes in plants in the garden.
· Do a minibeast hunt and record your findings.
· Write instructions for an arts and crafts activity
Handwriting: practice writing cursive letters. Are small letters the same size and sitting on the line? Are tail letters going below the line and ladder letters are tall? Handwriting books have been brought home with extra handwriting practice lines.

MATHS
Play games that involve numbers, such as bingo, dice, card games, dominoes and board games. Snakes and ladders and monopoly are excellent for learning number bonds to 10.
Play online games for adding/subtracting numbers within 20, or counting games to 100.
