Year 2 – Home Learning Ideas – Summer Holidays

English Ideas:
- Reading - Read as much as you can. (Any text is good – books, magazines, poems etc.) Ask your child questions about what they have read afterwards?

- Spellings - Practise the Year 2 common exception words – children should be able to read and write as many of them as they can. (list of words came home on 17/3/20)
- Phonics - https://www.phonicsplay.co.uk/freeIndex.htm- Free games available to help practise phonic sounds.
- Handwriting – can you practise writing your cursive letters with lead ins. Are all your letters sitting correctly on the lines? Are you forming your letters correctly?
- Writing – write about an exciting day out or write an adventure story.
Maths Ideas:
- Tell the time as much as you can to the nearest 5 minutes.
- Play board games with dice and counting forwards and backwards.
- Cooking – practice weighing ingredients, using grams, ml etc.
- Go on walks and make games up with the door numbers. (For example: point out all the odd/even numbers, add/subtract 2 of the numbers.)
